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---
Policies, rules, regulations, or laws should be based upon all available, factual, and verifiable information that follow an open, rigorous, and proven scientific methodology.  Not a simple consensus or conclusions based upon partial, biased, or unproven science and data.
---
Composition of rule making commissions, advisory panels, and study committees should be


balanced to represent divergent backgrounds and interests, not a consensus group of like


minds.  Commissions and panels should present all factual findings in a bilateral manner.

---
Separate position statements should be required when there are divergent positions regarding an issue, in order for a rule-making body to properly consider all positions, and to prevent consensus science, confirmation bias, or “groupthink”1.


1The more amiability and esprit de corps there is among the members of a policy-making ingroup, the greater the danger that


independent critical thinking will be replaced by groupthink, which is likely to result in irrational and dehumanizing actions against


outgroups.    (Janis, Irving (1971). "Groupthink". Psychology Today).

An objective economic impact study should be required of any proposed policy, rule, regulation, or law.  It should comprehensively include direct and indirect costs / benefits to land values, land usage, land density, insurance ratings, mortgages, structures, etc.
---
Regulatory position statements, policy, rule, or law regarding sea level rise impacts should be based upon +30 years of verified NOAA data and trends with a statistical 95% confidence interval (NOAA protocol http://tidesandcurrents.noaa.gov/sltrends/sltrends.html ).  Estimates, predictions, or non-calibrated models of future sea level rise should not be used.
---
CAMA rules and policies are established upon dynamic, non-static lines (i.e. ordinary or


mean high water lines;  upper limit of CAMA vegetation).  Thus future sea level rise concerns


regarding current or future development are already addressed by these dynamic CAMA


regulatory lines, and flood insurance codes, building codes, NCDOT policy, and etc.
---
CRC science panel projects a range of “accelerated” sea level rise (ASLR) between 15 – 55 inches by year 2100 (a 190% to 466% SLR rate increase from past and known data).  ASLR rates are entirely estimated or projected, based upon a wide range of theories, estimated inputs / outputs, unknowns, and dubious modeling.
